1. We take an uncompromising stand on the essential doctrines of the Christian faith.  Please carefully read the attached copy of our statement of faith.  Is there any portion of this statement that you cannot attest to whole-heartedly?  Please expand your answer.  

2. We believe a Visionkeeper should live a life well-pleasing to the Lord.  Study 2 Timothy 2:15-26. Now write at least one paragraph stating why you think you would make a good Visionkeeper.  (Keep in mind that the real presence of Christ is effecting real change over time).

3. We believe in the structure God gave to Visionwriters International.  We have seen this structure become the guardrails that keep people “in the process” of learning to believe.  Study 2 Timothy 2:1-7.  With an understanding of what it means to surrender to the life of Christ within, write at least one paragraph from these verses stating why you believe you will be able to submit to our strategy and leadership training.  

4. Have you ever been through an entire course with Visionwriters International?  If so, were you an active participant in the course you attended?  In other words, did you have daily dialog with God through journalizing, complete weekly response questions and evaluation questions?  

5. We believe every Visionkeeper must remain a “student.”  This means that you:  remain in daily dialog with God through journalizing, complete all word studies and fill-ins, and complete your response questions each week. Statement of Faith 

The programs and activities of worship of Visionwriters International, Incorporated, shall be based upon and at all times be consistent with the following statement of our position on basic Christian doctrines. As a great missionary once stated, "There are certain basic Christian truths about which there must be agreement. On all other doctrines there should be liberty. In all things there must be charity." It is our resolution to take an uncompromising stand on the essential doctrines of the faith, and extend "the right hand of fellowship" to all who hold to them. It is also our resolution to protect the liberty of Christians to hold different perspectives on the "non-essential" doctrines.  As the apostle stated, "The goal of our instruction is love, from a pure heart and a sincere faith" (I Timothy 1:5). That is our goal and commitment as we promote the following teachings that we hold as truth:

1. We believe there is one true God, eternally existing in three persons - Father, Son, and Holy Spirit - equally possessing the attributes of Deity and characteristics of personality.

2. We believe Jesus Christ is God, the living Word who became flesh through His miraculous conception and virgin birth. He is perfect Deity and true humanity united in one person forever.

3. We believe in the atoning death of Jesus Christ; He lived a sinless life and voluntarily atoned for the sins of men through His death on the cross as their substitute, thus satisfying divine justice and accomplishing salvation for all who trust in Him alone.  We believe in His bodily resurrection, ascension to the right hand of the Father, and personal return in power and glory to consummate history and the eternal plan of God.  

4. We believe the salvation of man is wholly a work of God's free grace and is not the work, in whole or in part, of human works or goodness or religious ceremony. God imputes His righteousness to those who put their faith in Christ alone for their salvation, and thereby justifies them in His sight.

5. We believe the Holy Spirit has come into the world to reveal and glorify Christ, to apply His saving life in man, to convict and draw sinners to Christ, to impart new life, continually indwell them from the moment of spiritual birth, to teach and admonish, and to seal them until the day of redemption. His fullness, power and control are appropriated in a believer's life by faith.         

6. We believe God admonishes His people to assemble together regularly for worship, for participation in ordinances, for edification through the Scriptures and for mutual encouragement.

7. We believe the Bible to be the inspired and only infallible Word of God, inerrant in its original form, and accepted as a believers guide in matters pertaining to conduct and doctrine.  

8. We believe in the spiritual unity of believers in Christ.

9. We believe Jesus Christ commanded all believers to proclaim the Gospel throughout the world and to disciple men of every nation. The fulfillment of that Great Commission requires that all worldly and personal ambitions be subordinated to a total commitment to "Him who loved us and gave Himself for us."

10. We believe in the resurrection of both the saved and the lost. At physical death the believer continues eternal, conscious fellowship with the Lord and awaits the resurrection of his body to everlasting glory and blessing. At physical death the unbeliever continues eternal, conscious separation from the Lord and awaits the resurrection of his body to everlasting judgment and condemnation.
